1. Gabriel blows Mary’s mind!

Luke 1:26-29 (ESV) In the sixth month the angel Gabriel was sent from God to a city of Galilee
named Nazareth, 27 to a virgin betrothed to a man whose name was Joseph, of the house of
David. And the virgin’s name was Mary. 28 And he came to her and said, “Greetings, O favored
one, the Lord is with you!”

(NKJV).. “Rejoice, highly favored one, the Lord is with you; blessed are you among
women!”

29 But she was greatly troubled* at the saying, and tried to discern what sort of greeting this
might be.
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2. Calm down... you have favor (overflowing grace)... your son will be king forever

Lu 1:30 And the angel said to her, “Do not be afraid, Mary, for you have found favor with God.
31 And behold, you will conceive in your womb and bear a son, and you shall call his name
Jesus. (SAVE!)

32 He will be great and will be called the Son of the Most High. And the Lord God will give to
him the throne of his father David, 33 and he will reign over the house of Jacob forever, and
of his kingdom there will be no end.”

3. “How” can the imposssible happen? Wait... something is missing!
34 And Mary said to the angel, “How will this be, since | am a virgin?””
4. Holy Spirit... the Wind blows!

35 The Holy Spirit will come upon you, and the power of the Most High will overshadow you;
therefore the child to be born will be called holy—the Son of God. ...

37 For nothing is impossible with God.”

38 And Mary said, “Behold, | am the servant of the Lord; let it be to me according to your
word.”

In that let it be response, the Wind begins to blow... Ruach Ha Qodesh hovers over her...

+ Who hovered over the Waters of Chaos
+ Who blew waters back at the Red Sea. Slaves freed by a way where there was no way.

+ Who on the Day of Pentecost comes upon people, creating a new community that has
power, humility and mission.

+ Who stirs witnesses and martyrs to bold and dangerous acts beyond themselves.

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C. Unwrapping the Promise to Joseph the Dreamer

Flexible, Humble, Faithful

Matt 1:18 Now the birth of Jesus Christ took place in this way. When his mother Mary had
been betrothed to Joseph, before they came together she was found to be with child from
the Holy Spirit. [SLIDE 2]

19 And her husband Joseph, being a just man and unwilling to put her to shame, resolved
to divorce her quietly. 20 But as he considered these things (NRSV But just when he had
resolved to do this,), behold, an angel of the Lord appeared to him in a dream, saying,
“Joseph, son of David, do not fear to take Mary as your wife, for that which is conceived in
her is_from the Holy Spirit.

Be ready to have your sense of the world contradicted by this Gift from God! Welcome the Holy Spirit!

21 She will bear a son, and you shall call his name Jesus, for he will save his people from
their sins.”

And while they were there, the time came for her baby to be born.
She gave birth to her firstborn son. She wrapped him snugly in strips of cloth and laid him in
a manger, because there was no lodging available for them.

“Glory to God in the highest, and on earth peace among those with whom he is pleased!”

3. Impact of Worship — Beholding the Face of God

Mission

Luke 2:15 (ESV) When the angels went away from them into heaven, the shepherds said to one
another, “Let us go over to Bethlehem and see this thing that has happened, which the Lord
has made known to us.”

16 And they went with haste and found Mary and Joseph, and the baby lying in a manger.
Wonder

Luke 2:17-18 (ESV) And when they saw it, they made known the saying that had been told
them concerning this child. And all who heard it wondered at what the shepherds told them.

Mary Treasured

Luke 2:19 (ESV) But Mary treasured up all these things, pondering them in her heart.
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Shouting and Praise!

Luke 2:20 (ESV)

And the shepherds returned, glorifying and praising God for all they had heard and seen, as it
had been told them

The Christmas Cycle is the annual reminder that the World is not lost in Darkness, but has
seen a great light.

It is not politics or religion, but redemption that has the final word.
